BAB 4
KESIMPULAN

""Bagaimana Upaya Australia Melalui Diplomasi Koala untuk Membantu Mewujudkan
Kepentingan Nasional dalam Mempertahankan Citra Baik Australia?""

Pada masing-masing studi kasus yang sudah dipaparkan, maka dapat disimpulkan
bahwa upaya dari Australia melalui diplomasi koala untuk memenuhi kepentingan nasional dalam
mempertahankan citra baik Australia untuk selalu berhubungan baik dalam jangka waktu yang
panjang dengan mitra-mitranya adalah dengan meminjamkan maupun memberikan koala, satwa
nasional yang sudah resmi ditetapkan menjadi lambang nasional Australia serta medium atau
representative dalam strategi soft power untuk hubungan diplomatik ke Amerika Serikat, Jepang,
dan Singapura. Hal tersebut dianggap penting karena mendukung keinginan Australia untuk selalu
hadir dengan citra positif, juga menyebarluaskan nilai-nilai yang berusaha disampaikan kepada
negara tujuan maupun masyarakat internasional yang terwakilkan oleh koala sebagai medium
diplomasi yang dijalankan. Koala tidak hanya berperan sebagai lambang atau ikon negara, tetapi
koala dianggap sebagai hewan yang mewakilkan sifat dan karakteristik Australia yang lembut,

juga mempromosikan nilai-nilai Australia sebagai demokrasi yang terbuka, bebas, dan toleran.

Diplomasi Koala dilaksanakan untuk mencapai consolidation dan enlargement.
Consolidation dilakukan untuk memberikan pemahaman kepada negara-negara serta forum studi
kasus dimana Australia berupaya mencapai kepentingan nasionalnya untuk meningkatkan
pemahaman positif mengenai Australia melalui penanaman nilai-nilai yang berusaha disampaikan.
Sedangkan enlargement merupakan upaya dari penyebaran nilai-nilai yang bertujuan untuk
memenuhi kepentingan nasional Australia untuk jangka panjang melalui cara yang damai, tidak

memaksa, dan tidak menggunakan kekerasan.

Amerika Serikat Koala menjadi medium yang digunakan oleh Australia untuk
berkomunikasi dengan publik di Amerika Serikat pada The United
States Bicentennial (1976) bertujuan untuk memberi informasi dan
mempengaruhi publik Amerika Serikat dengan nilai-nilai Australia
yang diwakilkan oleh koala. Hal tersebut sejalan dengan salah satu
bentuk pencapaian diplomasi publik yang dikemukakan oleh Alan
K. Henrikson, yang disebut dengan consolidation. Tidak hanya
menjaga hubungan dengan pemegang pemerintahan, dengan
penggunaan koala, Australia berusaha menggapai kesan baik serta
perhatian publik Amerika Serikat dengan melakukan diplomasi
publik yang sifatnya government to people.

Selain consolidation, terlihat adanya pencapaian diplomasi
publik dalam elemen enlargement. Melalui diplomasi koala ini
Australia menggunakan cara yang damai, dengan tidak memaksa
dan tidak menggunakan kekerasan, bertujuan  untuk
mempertahankan hubungan serta kerja sama yang bersifat jangka
panjang. Presiden Amerika Serikat, Donald Trump, turut
mengatakan bahwa tidak ada hubungan persahabatan yang lebih
hebat dibandingkan hubungan Amerika Serikat dan Australia.

Jepang Koala yang mewakili Queensland tiba di Saitama, Jepang pada
Oktober 1984. Pada tahun itu, diplomasi yang didorong oleh koala
merupakan salah satu kegiatan terbaik dan sangat efektif yang
dilakukan oleh Australia. Dilanjutkan dengan adanya pengiriman
Kembali koala ke Kebun Binatang Anak-anak Saitama, Jepang
pada tahun 2013 dalam rangka menandai perayaan peringatan 30
tahun hubungan kedua negara.
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Sejalan dengan salah satu pencapaian diplomasi publik yang
dikemukakan dalam enlargement, adanya pengiriman kembali
koala di tahun 2013 menunjukan bahwa Australia berupaya untuk
melakukan penyebaran norma dan kepentingan nasional nya
melalui cara yang damai, dan tidak memaksa dengan penerapan
yang bersifat jangka panjang. Pada upaya ini Australia berusaha
mencapai salah satu tujuan diplomasi publik lainnya yaitu
consolidation, dimana Australia berusaha meningkatkan
pemahaman dari masyarakat atau publik Jepang khususnya
Saitama, dengan menanamkan nilai-nilai yang tercermin atau
diwakilkan oleh koala sebagai medium diplomasi. Secara tidak
langsung, upaya Awustralia ini juga bertujuan untuk
mempertahankan hubungan baik antar negara, sesuai dengan
tujuan dari consolidation tersendiri.

Singapura

Pada 13 April 2015, Departemen Luar Negeri Australia empat
koala, sebagai satwa yang ditetapkan menjadi simbol persahabatan
abadi Australia ke Kebun Binatang Nasional Singapura.
Peminjaman koala merupakan bentuk persahabatan untuk
memperingati 50 tahun hubungan Australia-Singapura, bersamaan
dengan 50 tahun kemerdekaan Singapura.

Upaya Australia merupakan upaya untuk melakukan
enlargement, dimana Australia melakukan penyebaran nilai-nilai
yang terwakilkan oleh koala, juga dalam upaya untuk mencapai
kepentingan nasionalnya untuk tetap menjalin kerjasama yang baik
dengan Singapura dalam jangka panjang, tanpa adanya paksaan
ataupun penggunaan kekerasan dalam prosesnya. Singapura
merupakan salah satu mitra internasional terpenting Australia.

Diplomasi koala yang dilakukan Australia juga sejalan dengan
tujuan diplomasi publik dalam consolidation, dimana diplomasi
koala merupakan proses untuk meningkatkan pemahaman
mengenai koala sebagai simbol negara, kekayaan alam yang
dimiliki Australia, hingga mengenai koala tersendiri dari
masyarakat internasional, khususnya publik Singapura.
