BAB IV 

KESIMPULAN 

 

 Penelitian yang berjudul “Analisis Keterkaitan CNN dalam Mempengaruhi 

Kebijakan Intervensi Amerika Serikat di Suriah pada Masa Pemerintahan Donald 

Trump” bertujuan untuk menjawab pertanyaan penelitian yang telah ditetapkan 

yaitu “Apakah CNN dapat berperan dalam kebijakan penarikan pasukan 

militer AS di Suriah pada masa pemerintahan Donald Trump?”. Penelitian ini 

memiliki tujuan untuk menganalisis keterkaitan peran media sebagai salah satu 

aktor hubungan internasional terhadap kebijakan intervensi luar negeri suatu 

negara. Dalam penelitian ini penulis akan melihat keterkaitan antara media CNN 

dalam kebijakan intervensi AS dalam konflik Suriah. 

 Pada bab ini penulis akan menyimpulkan pembahasan penelitian dan 

menjawab pertanyaan penelitian yang telah dibuat. Setelah melakukan analisis pada 

bagian bab III menggunakan konsep media framing Robert M. Entmant dengan 

empat tipe framing yaitu, define a specific problem, diagnose a cause of the 

problem, make a moral judgement about the problem, dan suggest remedies to the 

problem. Lalu selanjutnya penulis menggunakan konsep fungsi media politik 

menurut Raymond Kuhn yaitu agenda settings dan public watchdogs. Lalu terakhir 

untuk melihat keterkaitan antara media dengan kebijakan negara, penulis 
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menggunakan konsep policy-media interaction Piers Robinson. Dalam konsep ini 

terdapat tiga kondisi yang dapat menentukan seberapa kuatnya pengaruh media 

dalam pembentukan kebijakan negara. 

 Dari analisis yang sudah dilakukan di bab III menggunakan konsep yang 

sudah dijelaskan diatas penulis mendapatkan jawaban untuk menjawab pertanyaan 

penelitian yang telah ditetapkan. Yang pertama dari analisis konsep media framing 

Entman ditemukan bahwa CNN melakukan framing dalam pemberitaan yang 

mereka lakukan terhadap keterlibatan AS dalam konflik Suriah. Framing yang 

dilakukan CNN bersifat negatif yang diarahkan kepada pemerintahan Trump. Yang 

kedua adalah CNN menjalankan fungsi media politik sebagai agenda setting dan 

public watchdog. Yang ketiga adalah menggunakan konsep policy-media 

interaction, dari analisis yang didapatkan CNN sebagai media bertujuan untuk 

menggiring opini publik untuk kontra akan kebijakan Trump. Secara keseluruhan 

jawaban yang didapatkan dari analisis yang dilakukan berbeda dengan literatur 

“The Influence of the CNN Effect and the Al Jazeera Effect on American Foreign 

Policy” karya Shqipe Palloshi yang mengatakan bahwa pengaruh media dalam 

kebijakan luar negeri khususnya kebijakan intervensi sangatlah terbatas namun 

dalam penelitian ini ditemukan bahwa media secara keseluruhan dapat 

mempengaruhi kebijakan Trump terkait konflik Suriah. Namun CNN sebagai 

media itu sendiri tidak dapat mempengaruhi kebijakan Trump dikarenakan 

hubungan Trump dengan CNN yang tidak baik membuat Trump tidak terpengaruh 

oleh tekanan dari CNN. Sedangkan liputan media dapat membuat Trump menunda 

kebijakan penarikan pasukan AS dari Suriah. 
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 Topik penelitian ini diharapkan dapat berkontribusi dalam ruang lingkup 

studi hubungan internasional, dikarenakan tujuan dari penelitian ini adalah untuk 

melihat keterkaitan antara media dengan kebijakan luar negeri suatu negara yang 

merupakan kajian dari studi hubungan internasional. Penelitian ini juga dapat 

memperkaya ilmu hubungan internasional khususnya topik bahasan media politik 

di hubungan internasional. 

 Adapun kelemahan dari penelitian ini yaitu analisis hanya fokus kepada 

keterkaitan media CNN terhadap kebijakan intervensi AS di Suriah melalui liputan 

berita online yang dilakukan CNN. Namun penelitian terhadap bagaimana 

hubungan Trump denga media CNN perlu dilakukan lebih dalam untuk memastikan 

bahwa Trump tidak terpengaruh dengan tekanan media yang dilakukan oleh CNN. 

Lalu dikarenakan penelitian ini merupakan riset kualitatif maka penelitian ini tidak 

luput dari unsur subjektivitas dari penulis dan beresiko mengurangi objektivitas dari 

hasil penelitian. Rekomendasi dari penulis untuk peneliti lain yang ingin meneliti 

topik serupa dengan penulis adalah, diperlukannya tinjauan dan analisis data secara 

lebih dalam mengenai hubungan media CNN dengan Trump dan analisis dari 

respon masyarakat AS yang mengkonsumsi berita CNN terkait pandangannya 

terhadap intervensi AS di Suriah. Hal tersebut akan semakin memperkuat penelitian 

terkait topik keterkaitan media politik dengan kebijakan luar negeri negara 

khususnya dalam bidang intervensi.
